Licensing Authority on Anger Management, at his own expense, with evidence of 
satisfactory completion produced to the Licensing Authority within six months thereof; 
and 

 
(c) That a criminal records check be undertaken at the applicant’s own expense with a 

certificate produced to the Licensing Authority on the expiry of the probationary period. 

A5   Conduct / Convictions and Breach of 
Conditions of a Private Hire / Hackney 
Carriage (Joint) Driver 

(a) That the applicant was a fit and proper person to hold a Private Hire/ Hackney Carriage 
Driver’s Licence under the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 and 
was granted a licence for a probationary period of six months; 

 
(b) That the applicant undertake and satisfactorily complete the Knowledge Test within 

three months, to be arranged by the Licensing Authority; and 
 
(c) That a criminal records check be undertaken at the applicant’s own expense prior to 

completion of the probationary term and a certificate produced to the Licensing 
Authority on the expiry of the probationary period.
