A3 Conduct of a Licensed Private

Hire/Hackney Carriage (Joint) Driver

After carefully considering all of the information, the Sub-Committee has decided to revoke the
Licence Holder’s Private Hire / Hackney Carriage (Joint) driver’s licence. The Sub-Committee
is satisfied that the conduct of the Licence Holder (including having smoked a substance which
he knew to be illegal and having driven a short distance afterwards) means that he is no longer
a fit and proper person within the meaning of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions)
Act 1976 to hold a Private Hire / Hackney Carriage (Joint) driver’s licence. The Sub-Committee
has further determined that in the interest of public safety the revocation take immediate effect
because in conducting himself the Licence Holder has shown a significant degree of
recklessness and extremely poor decision making.
